THE LEE FAMILY
By Tmomas Awoey Las, A.M., LL.B., of Topeka, Kans,

ThE Lee family which forms the subject of this article has been
prominent in Boston for the last one hundred and fifty years, and
was long supposed to be a branch of the Lee family of Marblehead
and Manchester.t In the earlier generations no connection between

two families can be definitely shown, but in more recent times
Col. Henry Lee (10) and his brother, Col. Franeis L Lee (11}, of the
Boston family, were cousins of Gen. William Raymond Lee of
Boston, who belonged to the Marblehead family, by reason of a
common maternal descent from the Tracy farily of Newburyport.t
It has been suggested that Thomas Lee, son of Henrv and Mary
Lee of Manchester, was identical with Thomas Lee of Boston (1de
infra, 2). But the records tend to show that Thomas Lee, son of
Henry, was a soldier in Capt. William Raymond’s company in the
Canadian expedition of 1690, from which, apparently, he never
returned, and in 1697 his brothers, John and Samuel Leo of Marble-
head, divided his property, including land received for milifary
© services.§

Henry Lee, the founder of the Marblehead family, was probably
the Henry Lee who was admitted as an inhabitant of Boston, with
his family, in 1655. His wife was named Mary, and they had a son
Richard, born in Boston 2 Aug. 1657, of whom nothing further is
known. A Thomas Lee was taxed in Boston in 1681, a John Lee was
taxed there in 1687, 1688, 1691, and 1695, and a Joshua Lee was
taxed there in 1688, A Samuel Lee of Middlesex County died in

REY. NOAH BARRELL’S RECORD OF MARRIAGES,
18231874

Communivated by Georce Morron Barnewn of Gloucester, Mass.

TuE following records have been abridged from the records kept
by Rev. Noah™ Barrell (Colburn,® Colburn,* William 4 William 3
John? George' of Boston, Mass.) of the marriages solemnized by
him during the years 1823-1874.

Noah Barrell was born at Hartford, Washington Co., N. Y.,
5 May 1794,* became a Baptist mimster, and died at Geneva,
Walworth Co., Wis,, 16 Apr. 1875, Of the 253 marriages solemmnized
by him, the first 153 (in the years 1823-1848) and a later one (in 1849)
took place in seven different eounties in northern and central
New York, viz., in Jefferson, 8t. Lawrence, Genesee, Cayuga, Ontario,
Wayne, and Steuben Counties, the following 37 (in the vears 1849-
1856), except one in 1849 in Steuben Co., N. Y., were celebrated
in three different eounties (Geauga, Ashtabula, and Medina) in
northeastern Ohio, and the remaining 63 (in the vears 1857-1874),
except one in 1869 in Lee Co., Ill., were performed in Walwor
and Racine Counties, in southeastern Wisconsin.

In preparing these records for publication the words “ Married”
or “Marriage solemnized by me,” with which most of the cntries
begin, have been omitted, dates have been given with the usual
abbreviations, and the name “Noah Barrell,” which is appended
to almost every marriage record, has also been omitted, except where
it is preceded or followed by a title or descriptive phrase, such as
“Rev.” or " Pastor of Baptist Churech.” In almost every entry the
minister stated the amount of his fee, which has been omitted in
the printed abridgement — in many cases only $1.00, in some cases
$1.50, $2.00, 83.00, or other small sums, in about thirty cases $5.00,
and in two cases $§10.00. The larger fees, $5.00 and £10.00, were
received for the most part from the later marriages, solemnized in
Wigconsin. The word “County” of the original record has been
